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Board Positions
President: The President works with the Vice President to oversee all of the Board members and communicates with all of the committees. The President approves sites, Site Leaders, and any fundraisers. The President takes the lead in collaborating with other student chapters of OHAN as well as raising awareness about OHAN’s mission in their school/community. The President establishes contacts with local donors, vendors, and oral product companies to seek donations for our cause. 

Vice President: The Vice President works with the President for all of above mentioned responsibilities. 

Educational Chair: The Educational Chair is responsible for creating templates of educational materials for oral hygiene instruction and oral health topics. The printed materials should be appropriate for children of different age groups and include information pertinent to that specific area. The Chair oversees the Educational Committee in creating these materials. 

Fundraising Chair: The Fundraising Chair works with the President to brainstorm new fundraising ideas and organizes our annual electric toothbrush and Whitestrips fundraiser. The annual fundraiser is the biggest source of money for our organization. The responsibilities for it include advertising around your campus, monitoring payments, and distribution of supplies. The Chair works with the Treasurer to ensure proper handling of funds through our website. The Chair oversees the Fundraising Committee. 

Domestic Outreach Director: The Domestic Outreach Director is in charge of working with Site Leaders in the U.S. as well as the schools/orphanages/programs that we are helping with supplies. The Director ensures that our contact information for these sites is up to date and also allows for continuity of annually donated supplies. The Director communicates effectively with the rest of the Board to figure out supply distribution and supports all U.S. Site Leaders. The Director also works with the President to collaborate with other student chapters. 

International Outreach Director: The International Outreach Director is in charge of working with Site Leaders that have sites overseas as well as directly with the sites that we are helping. The Director ensures that our contact information for these sites is up to date and also allows for continuity of annually donated supplies. The Director communicates effectively with the rest of the Board to figure out supply distribution and supports all Site Leaders.





Committees
Educational Committee: The Educational Committee works with the Educational Chair to create materials for oral hygiene care and other topics relevant to children of different ages. 

Translation Committee: The Translation Committee translates all of the materials from the Educational Committee into different languages. This committee works to find other people at your school that can help with translation of a specific language. 

Fundraising Committee: The Fundraising Committee works with the Fundraising Chair to organize the annual fundraiser. The committee is in charge of printing up advertisements, distributing advertisements, emailing about the fundraiser, and distributing the items. 

Site Leaders
Site Leaders are anyone that knows of a place (school, orphanage, other institution) that can use donations from OHAN. Site Leaders might have worked at this site before, visited this site, or volunteered there. The Site Leader has to be in communication with the site and find an “on-site coordinator” who is willing to accept the donations we mail and distribute the supplies as well as promote a learning environment by reading the educational materials to the children. For our own funding purposes, the on-site coordinator has to be willing to take pictures of the children with our donations. 

OHAN supports sites that:
1) Have up to 100 children at them
2) Do not require a continuous stream of supplies (such as medical clinics)
3) Are not currently receiving donations from other philanthropic groups
4) Have a reliable mailing address
5) Have a contact on-site to distribute supplies and educational materials
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
